 ST. REALIGNMENT AND RECONSTRUCTION 

Land acquisition is complete for the project, and all properties have been 
acquired. The plans and other required submittals were sent to INDOT on March 
19, which is on target for a July 9th project letting. 
 
INDOT has submitted a Master Contract to be executed by the Town, and it has 
been reviewed by Town Attorney Andy Buroker. Counsel had some concerns, 
and they have been forwarded to the engineer for further comment. This 
document must be executed prior to the project being awarded for construction. 
 

2. STARKEY PATHWAY 

Work continues on the retaining walls and bridge footings and piers. 
 

3. SOUTH MAIN STREET LIGHTING 

The meter bases have been installed by Duke Energy, and the new lights are 
fully operational. 
 

4. DOWNTOWN STREETSCAPE PROJECT 

Town staff made two presentations to the Zionsville Merchants’ Association 
(ZMA) on March 5th to present the proposed concept. The design was well-
received, and staff is awaiting comment and input from the ZMA. To-date, only 
one concern has been raised, that being the proposed layout of angled parking 
on the south side of Pine St. between Main St. and Elm St. Two local businesses 
within Bender Square are concerned that their signs and window displays will be 
less visible if this area is converted from parallel to angled parking. Staff is 
reviewing the concerns with the Town Engineer. 

 
5.  HEAVY TRASH COLLECTION 

The annual heavy trash collection service has been scheduled for the week of 
May 12th.  A notice will be printed on the April sewer bills, as well as in the Times 
Sentinel. Residents may also check the Town web site or contact the Street 
Department for their specific day of collection. Although this is a free service, 
there are fees to dispose of tires and any refrigerant-bearing appliance. Those 
fees remain the same as last year, specifically $7.00 and $35.00, respectively. 
Pre-paid stickers are required to dispose of these items, and are available at the 
Town Hall, along with green flags to be placed with items to be disposed of at 
curbside.
