


Minutes of Zionsville Park and Recreation Board




Special Meeting of October 30, 2010

A special meeting was called to order on Saturday October 30, 2010 at Town Hall at 8:00 a.m. The purpose of the meeting was to review potential capital/large expense projects and their priority for funding.  The initial discussion centered on what those projects would encompass and possible costs.  It was decided that phase II of Elm Street Green would not be considered for one year.  This would allow for use of the new park to be monitored. Also, both Carter Station and the Wetlands along the RailTrail would have no improvements made to them.  They will be held as “green space” at this time. After that lengthy discussion the Board proceeded to prioritize the projects. This does not indicate that the projects may always follow in exactly this order, given outside circumstances, but rather that the monies will be safeguarded in the non-reverting for this specific use.  The resulting projects, estimated expense to the non-reverting capital fund and priority are as follow:

2) Rail Trail







175,000 


- Laurel Street Connection


- Revamped access from Nancy Burton parking lot


- Extension of pavement to the south

3) Goodwin







300,000


- Construction of new park

4) Lincoln Park







50,000


-revamping of park including landscaping, fencing, etc

5) Starkey







50,000


-rehabbing infrastructure such as bridges/stairs/trails/amenities
6) Eagle Creek Trail






200,000


-construction of trail connecting Creekside to Starkey

7) Elm Street Green






20,000


-amenities such as benches, trash cans, etc

8) Town Hall Park






20,000


- Trail access

9) Town Hall Park






50,000


-amenities such as sand volleyball, bocce, upgrade shelter
