A.
Call meeting to order-President Price called the meeting to order at 7:00PM
B. Pledge to the flag

C. Approval of the memoranda of the October 4, 2010 Meeting and October 20, 2010 Special Meeting (Copies Posted).
COUNCIL ACTION: Councilor Essex moved to approve the memoranda of the October 4 and October 20th meetings of the Town Council and Councilor Mundy seconded the motion. The Memoranda were approved by a vote of seven in favor, zero opposed.

2.   DEPARTMENTAL MONTHLY REPORTS AND THIRD QUARTER BUDGET REPORTS
Submitted by the Town management staff for Council review and posted on the Town’s website (www.zionsville-in.gov).  
WALK-0N AGENDA ITEM:  Councilor Harris, representing the Safety Board presented a Horse Carriage Permit and Route which was forwarded to the Town Council with a favorable recommendation for approval by the Safety Board and moved to approve both. Councilor Swack seconded the motion to approve the permit and route. The motion was approved by a vote of seven in favor, zero opposed.

OLD BUSINESS
A.
Consideration of the 2011 Budget for the Town of Zionsville. (Ordinance #2010-10)
COUNCIL ACTION: After a brief discussion, Councilor Essex moved to amend the Child Advocacy line item by committing to spend no more than $10,000.00 of the $20,000.00 originally budgeted to align with amounts granted by other Boone County taxing units and adopt Ordinance #2010-10. Councilor Haak seconded the motion and a vote in favor of adoption followed with a vote of seven in favor, zero opposed.
B.
Appointment of members to the Wastewater Master Plan Working Group Committee.

COUNCIL ACTION: President Price presented the slate of Herb Bolinger, Jan Gleissner (Bucher), Martha Catt, Richard Glidewell, Jack McClellan, Dick McKellar, Paul Jefferson, Robert Postlewaite, and Greg Inman, Advisory and called for a motion to approve appointment to the Wastewater Master Plan Working Group Committee. Councilor Mundy moved to appoint those named and Councilor Ulmer seconded the motion. A vote of appointment followed with a vote of seven in favor, zero opposed.

NEW BUSINESS

A.   Appointment of an additional member to the Citizens Advisory Committee for the Department of Stormwater Management.
COUNCIL ACTION: President Price presented the slate of Jeff Papa, Beth Bugbee, Doug Vawter, Jeff Butz, Wayne Haynes, and Gary Artman who were appointed to the Citizens Advisory Committee for the Department of Stormwater Management and called for a motion to add Ken Woods to complete the appointments to the committee. Councilor Ulmer moved to appoint Ken Woods to the above committee and Councilor Haak seconded the motion. A vote of appointment followed with a vote of seven in favor, zero opposed. 
B.
Consideration of an Ordinance to vacate a public alley (Mattingly petition). (Ordinance #2010-14)
COUNCIL ACTION: Mr. Mitro reviewed Ordinance #2010-14 and President Price called for proof of publication of a public hearing and with presentation opened the public hearing for comment. With no comment received, President Price closed the public hearing and called for a motion to adopt Ordinance #2010-14. Councilor Harris moved to adopt Ordinance #2010-14 and Councilor Swack seconded the motion. A vote of adoption followed with a vote of seven in favor, zero opposed.

Council President appointments of Directors to the Zionsville Stormwater Management Board.

COUNCIL ACTION: President Price appointed himself, John Connor and Sanjay Patel as Directors to the Zionsville Stormwater Management Board. No further action was taken by the Town Council. 
D. Consideration of a Proclamation designating the week of April 18-22, 2011 as Arbor Week in the Town of Zionsville.
COUNCIL ACTION: President Price called for a motion to approve a Proclamation designating the week of April 18-22, 2011 as Arbor Week in the Town of Zionsville. Councilor Essex moved to adopt the proclamation and Councilor Ulmer seconded the motion. A vote of approval proclaiming the week of April 18-22 Arbor Week in the Town of Zionsville followed with a vote of seven in favor, zero opposed.

Michael Backus requested information regarding the Town of Zionsville’s Transportation Plan.
