1.   OPENING

A.  Call meeting to order-President Price called the meeting to order at 7:00PM
B.  Pledge to the flag
C.  Approval of the memoranda of the January 5, 2011 Regular Meeting and January 14,

     2011 Special Meeting (Copies Posted).
President Price called for a motion to approve the memoranda of the January 5 and January 14 meetings of the Town Council.

COUNCIL ACTION: Councilor Harris moved to approve the memoranda of the January 5th and 14th meetings of the Town Council and Councilor Ulmer seconded the motion. A vote of approval followed with five voting in favor of approval. Councilor Swack abstained from voting.

OLD BUSINESS  
A.  Appointments of Boards, Commissions, and Committees.
COUNCIL ACTION: Councilor Haak moved to appoint Jason Baker, Greg Turner and Andy Pickell to the Zionsville Common Wage Committee and Councilor Ulmer seconded the motion. The motion was approved by a vote of six in favor, zero opposed.
Councilor Haak moved to appoint Steven Lonn to the Zionsville Town Hall Building Corporation and Councilor Swack seconded the motion. The motion was approved by a vote of six in favor, zero opposed.

B.  Consideration of an Engagement Letter for Legal Services for 2011 (Krieg DeVault, LLP)
COUNCIL ACTION: After a review of the engagement letter by Mr. Mitro, Councilor Ulmer moved to accept the engagement of Krieg DeVault for 2011 Legal Services and Councilor Harris seconded the motion. The engagement of Kreig DeVault for 2011 Legal Services was approved by a vote of six in favor, zero opposed.
C.  Council Sub-Committees.

COUNCIL ACTION: After a review of Sub-Committees and sub-committee structure by Councilor Ulmer, Councilor Swack moved to accept the Sub-Committees and structure as reviewed and Councilor Ulmer seconded the motion. Sub-Committees and structure were accepted by a vote of six in favor, zero opposed.

A.  Consideration of an Additional Appropriation Resolution (Boone County EDC Funding) (PUBLIC HEARING). (Resolution #2011-01)
After a review of the additional appropriation and re-appropriation resolutions by Mr. Mitro, President Price called for a motion to approve Resolution #2011-01.
Councilor Ulmer moved to approve Resolution #2011-01 and Councilor Haak seconded the motion.

President Price requested proof of publication of a Public Hearing and with proof of publication opened the Public Hearing for comment from the Public.

Dax Norton, Director, Boone County Economic Development thanked the Town Council for their support.

With no additional comment received from the Public, President Price closed the Public Hearing and called for a vote to approve Resolution #2011-01. 

COUNCIL ACTION: Resolution #2011-01 was approved by a vote of six in favor, zero opposed.
B.  Consideration of a Re-Appropriation Resolution (Boone County EDC Funding). (Resolution #2011-02)
COUNCIL ACTION: President Price called for a motion to approve Resolution #2011-02. Councilor Haak moved to approve Resolution #2011-02 and Councilor Ulmer seconded the motion. Resolution #2011-02 was approved by a vote of six in favor, zero opposed.
C.  Consideration of a Temporary Use Agreement between the Town of Zionsville and Zionsville Farmers’ Market, Inc.

COUNCIL ACTION: After a review of the Temporary Use Agreement between the Town of Zionsville and Zionsville Farmers’ Market, Inc. by Mr. Mitro, President Price called for a motion to accept the agreement.
Councilor Harris moved to accept the Temporary Use Agreement between the Town of Zionsville and Zionsville Farmers’ Market, Inc. and Councilor Swack seconded the motion. A vote of acceptance followed with a vote of six in favor, zero opposed.

Mr. Dax Norton spoke in favor of Z-Bowl and what it could mean to the economic development of Zionsville.

E.  Claims.
